All the provisions of RA No. 9184 and its 2016 revised IRR, including the
Generic Procurement Manual, and associated issuances, constitute the primary source for the
terms and conditions of the Contract, and thus, applicable in contract implementation. Herein
clauses shall serve as the secondary source for the terms and conditions of the Contract.

This is without prejudice to Sections 74.1 and 74.2 of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No. 9184
allowing the GPPB to amend the IRR, which shall be applied to all procurement activities,
the advertisement, posting, or invitation of which were issued after the effectivity of the said
amendment.

Additional requirements for the completion of this Contract shall be provided in the Special
Conditions of Contract (SCC).

Advance Payment and Terms of Payment

Warranty

5.1.  In order to assure that manufacturing defects shall be corrected by the Supplier, a
warranty shall be required from the Supplier as provided under Section 62.1 of the
2016 revised IRR of RA No. 9184.

5.2. The Procuring Entity shall promptly notify the Supplier in writing of any claims
arising under this warranty. Upon receipt of such notice, the Supplier shall, repair or

replace the defective Goods or parts thereof without cost to the Procuring Entity,
pursuant to the Generic Procurement Manual.

Liability of the Supplier

The Supplier’s liability under this Contract shall be as provided by the laws of the Republic
of the Philippines.

If the Supplier is a joint venture, all partners to the joint venture shall be jointly and severally
liable to the Procuring Entity.
