Bidder – Refers to a contractor, manufacturer, supplier, distributor and/or consultant who 

submits a bid in response to the requirements of the Bidding Documents. (2016 revised IRR, 

Section 5[d]) 

 

Bidding Documents – The documents issued by the Procuring Entity as the bases for bids, 

furnishing all information necessary for a prospective bidder to prepare a bid for the Goods, 

Infrastructure Projects, and/or Consulting Services required by the Procuring Entity. (2016 

revised IRR, Section 5[e]) 

 

BIR – Bureau of Internal Revenue. 

 

BSP – Bangko Sentral ng Pilipinas.

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Section II. Instructions to Bidders 
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1. Scope of Bid 
 

 The Procuring Entity, the Office of the Solicitor General, wishes to receive Bids for the

The Procurement Project Supply and Delivery of Corporate Laptops is composed of 1 Lot, 

the details of which are described in Section VII (Technical Specifications). 

 

2. Funding Information 
 

2.1.The GOP through the source of funding as indicated below for FY 2025 National 

Expenditure Program in the amount of Seven Million Six Hundred Seventy 

Thousand Pesos (Php7,670,000.00) 

2.2. The source of funding is: 

 

a. NGA, the FY 2025 National Expenditure Program. 

 

3. Bidding Requirements 
 

The Bidding for the Project shall be governed by all the provisions of RA No. 9184 and its 

2016 revised IRR, including its Generic Procurement Manuals and associated policies, rules 

and regulations as the primary source thereof, while the herein clauses shall serve as the 

secondary source thereof.   

 

Any amendments made to the IRR and other GPPB issuances shall be applicable only to the 

ongoing posting, advertisement, or IB by the SBAC through the issuance of a supplemental or 

bid bulletin.

ii. The price of other (incidental) services, if any, as listed in Section VII

13. Bid and Payment Currencies 
 

13.1. For Goods that the Bidder will supply from outside the Philippines, the bid prices may 

be quoted in the local currency or tradeable currency accepted by the BSP at the 

discretion of the Bidder.  However, for purposes of bid evaluation, Bids denominated 

in foreign currencies, shall be converted to Philippine currency based on the exchange 

rate as published in the BSP reference rate bulletin on the day of the bid opening.

14. Bid Security  
 

14.1. The Bidder shall submit a Bid Securing Declaration1 or any form of Bid Security in the 

amount indicated in the BDS, which shall be not less than the percentage of the ABC 

in accordance with the schedule in the BDS.  

 

14.2. The Bid and bid security shall be valid until 120 calendar days from date of opening 

of bids.

The Bidders’ representatives who are present shall 

sign a register evidencing their attendance. In case of videoconferencing, webcasting 

or other similar technologies will be used, attendance of participants shall likewise be 

recorded by the SBAC Secretariat.  

 

In case the Bids cannot be opened as scheduled due to justifiable reasons, the 

rescheduling requirements under Section 29 of the 2016 revised IRR of RA No. 9184 

shall prevail.
